More to the point, howev er, it could never have happened without lots of help f rom lots of people; including the
ticket sellers, the marshals, the firework lighter-uppers, and those who helped clear up afterwards. All kinds of
things just appeared; walkie-talkies, boundary tape, hard hats, etc.. Mundane? Maybe, but without them no
fireworks.

Lots of you drive past the pond twice a day; you will have noticed the
enormous changes there. All done by volunteers. And | can't think of a
better example of community involvement and hope for the future than the
contribution from two (y oung) people in particular. Chloe (age 9) and
Calum (10), from Nethertown Way, had only moved into the village two
weeks previously. They were cycling past the pond as we were working
there and asked if they could help.

Pick up a spade so we can have a rest, we said. And they did too. They
got stuck in helping to load into wheelbarr ows the 10 tons of sand that
needed to be thrown into the base of the pond. ( There's a picture on page
3 of Richard Hoy trying to use it to help him cr oss the Rubicon).

Mawsley Flight Pond

Since the last article there has been a fair amount of activity and we have
achieved Stages 6 and 7 of our pond construction programme. You may
have noticed that four revettement walls have been built, the f oundations
of which are under the water level and embedded in the bedrock
Northamptonshire clay. These form the sides, if you like, of the areas
which will eventually be available for us to walk on or sit on when we wish
to look at the pond and i ts inhabitants. We will, in due course, front the
areas, and then fill them with hard core, which when rammed will provide
a solid core and base for topsoil and either pavers or turf or both. Al | of
the side and front walls will eventually be obscured by pond liner which
itself will be covered by vegetation growing down or up.

7 A If you look closely you can see a wooden peg in each of the four 'sides' of
the pond; these mark the lev el that currently we believe will be the final
water level in the pond; in the centr e the pond will, (after its initial fill), be
approximately 1.1 metres deep and as i rains it will deepen and then
evaporate back to roughly the same level. Because we wil have lined the

| pond (for the first time, we bel ieve), we should not see it drying out to
become the unsightly mess it has been during the summer months for the
past x years.

As before a terrific team of volunteers was keen to help barrow nearly 10
tonnes of sharp sand from the pile on the road pondside to the bottom of
the pond to give it a level and more stable footing to be able to accept the
