As | am sure you will appreciate, | may not wish to have my personal sociaising at TCAM disturbed
by villagers who wish to discuss issues, and | am therefore likely to refer villagers to staff on duty. To
assist in this, we will ensure that ther e is a 'Duty Manager' at major events, although this will be the bar-
person on most evenings.

This dilemma is always going to be difficult to manage to the satisf action of all villagers, TCAM staf and
for me as a private individual. | hope that the vi llage will make allowances and remember that TCAM is
being run for the benefit of the village as a whole.

All entries will be returned
with all unclaimed produce being donated to KCU Ltd (formerly Kettering Centre for the Unemployed)
who provide meals and other help to unemployed and low waged folk in our area.
